Christopher Lewis returns to the Cathedral on Saturday 27th November to start the new Christian year with an afternoon of meditation and music based on his evocative wood carvings.  Christopher taught himself to work with wood when he was a missionary in Borneo in the early 1970s.  Thirty years later, when he was a Residentiary Canon at the Cathedral, he was invited to contribute some of his carvings to an exhibition of work by local artists held at the Cathedral.
