Cathedral Service Raises Money for Pakistan
The City Carol Service on Monday (20th December) raised £1200 for the Pakistan Flood Disaster.  Over 400 people from all over the city - including the Lord Mayor and Lady Mayoress, council leaders, representatives from the police and fire service, and workers on their way home – gathered in the Cathedral for this annual Carol Service for the City organised in conjunction with Bradford Council.

The collection from this year’s service was for the Pakistan Flood Disaster.  The Dean of Bradford, the Very Revd Dr David Ison said “This time of year is all about the birth of a child.   Thousands of children being born today in Pakistan are coming into a world where their parents don’t even have the basic necessities of life that we take for granted – a roof over our heads and clean water.  When deciding with the Council what to do with this collection we wanted to affirm that we in the city have not forgotten about the suffering of the people of Pakistan”.
Dr Mohammed Ali, Chief Executive of QED, spoke during the service about life in Pakistan following the terrible floods earlier this year and asked that people thought about what they had … and what they could give.  He said he “was delighted with people’s generosity”.
