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Concert Pianist returns home
Jill Crossland returns home to Yorkshire to play in Bradford Cathedral on Friday 6th June at 7.30pm as part of her northern tour next month.  Jill started playing at the age of five studying at Chethams in Manchester and then in Vienna.  Whilst still a student, she had performed all 48 of Bach’s 48 Preludes and Fugues from memory.   Her playing is described as “delightful, magnetic” and as “well deserving her enviable reputation as a Bach pianist”.  

Jill has already played at the Wigmore Hall and South Bank and toured extensively in Switzerland, the Czech Republic, Austria and Amsterdam.   When not touring, Jill is busy recording CDs and film tracks (including ITV’s Pollyanna) and teaching.
This concert is part of the Cathedral’s new Artspace programme to develop the Cathedral as a venue for visual and performance arts.  Tickets are £10 (concs £7.50) with allocated seating so book early for the best seats.
