Palestinian Exhibition

An exhibition of photographs by Palestinian photo-journalist Muthanna Al Qadi celebrates the culture of the Palestinian people which survives in spite of their suffering and deprivation.  It also draws attention to the very harsh conditions experienced in the West Bank.  Each photograph is accompanied by a piece of Palestinian poetry which the photographer has specially chosen to complement the images.

This year marks the 60th anniversary of the Nakba when thousands of Palestinians were driven from their lands and from their homes by the Zionists.  The result of this enforced exile is that, with more than four million refugees, Palestinians represent the largest displaced population in the world.

As the exhibition nears its end, on 15th October there is an evening of Palestinian culture of music, poetry and food with Muthanna Al Qadi and friends.

The Palestine in Photographs & Poetry exhibition runs until 17th October in Bradford Cathedral.  The Cathedral is usually open from 9am until 4.30pm Monday to Saturday but please ring the Cathedral Office on 01274 777720 to confirm.  There is no charge for entry but donations are appreciated towards the Artspace fund to develop the Cathedral as a venue for the visual and performing arts.
