Presence at the Cathedral

As the Cathedral’s celebrations continue for the 400th anniversary of the King James Bible, local artist Eva Mileusnic provides a contemplative installation in the Lady Chapel of six white plaster cast prayer books and kneelers set on raw steel stands.  Only recently returned from York Minster, the installation suggests an ephemeral human presence through human absence.  
Eva’s work is often placed within a social, political or cultural context and, as a multi-disciplinary conceptual artist she uses a diverse range of materials and media dependent on her current project/idea/concept.  This form of practice allows her to keep her work varied; moving between 2D, 3D, installation and performance. 

Presence opens with a reception at 6.30pm on Friday 13th May and continues until Saturday 25th June.   The Illumination exhibition – including the 1611 first edition King James Bible and earlier Geneva Bible – runs at the same until 23rd October. Eva Mileusnic is a mixed media visual artist who uses a wide range of materials, and medium dependent on the project/idea/concept.  This form of practice allows her to keep the work varied, moving between 2D, 3D, installation and performance.  Eva’s work is generally placed within a social, political or cultural context.  

Following a mid-life change of career, Eva graduated from Bradford College of Art in 2005 and subsequently completed a Post-Compulsory Education and Training course at Huddersfield University in 2006.  In 2007, she became Artist in Residence at Leeds College of Art and Design; awarded the Esmée Fairburn Foundation Emerging Artist Bursary Exhibition Award for “Worstedopolis” at South Square Gallery, Bradford; and won the award for  “Best Newcomer” at the Leeds Art Fair.  

In collaboration with fellow artist, Hatti McKenzie, they set up McM Productions in 2007/08 to promote their joint art performance/installation practice which started with "B.L.O.T. Lab" as part of the RGB Exhibition held at South Square Gallery, Thornton, Bradford. This successful performance was followed by "L.I.F.T." (Leeds Intimate Film Theatre) as part of Leeds Light Night 2008 and 2009.

In 2009 Eva completed the second of her public art commissions funded by the Heritage Lottery in partnership with the Dare 2B Different Community Group as part of the Mirfield Artery Project.

Eva’s latest solo exhibition in March 2011, ‘A Human Landscape’, presented two new large scale works related to identity, immigration and integration of political and economic displaced migrants.
